Collections are a series of screens that you can easily flick through. If you choose to
“Pin” a widget, it will stay visible in the same spot across all screens within that
collection.

There are many ways to use a collection, but a common approach is to create one
for each day and store all your screens for that day in the same collection. You can
also assign each collection a different color to stay organized, and move screens
between collections simply by dragging and dropping.
